87th Legislative Update 

o AISD tracked 780 bills in the areas of Education, Public Information, Contract, Construction, 
Law Enforcement, Technology, Elections/Bonds 

o # 1 priority - HB 3 Fully Funded 
o SB 15 – allowed funding for students enrolled in local remote learning program i.e. virtual 

education 
o HB 1525 allocated more funding for gifted & talented along with career & technology 

education 
o HB 4545 was designed to accelerate learning for those student who did not pass STAAR or 

EOC at a 1:3 ratio 
o HB 3979 stated that teachers shall explore topics objectively and in a manner free from 

political bias.
